A Prayer for Graduates

Scripture Reading:
Psalm 92:1-4, Matthew 3:13-17

Reflection of the Heart:

This is the day of the Omer. “We praise You, O Lord our God, King of the Universe, who has sanctified
us by Jesus Christ, our eternal Redeemer and Savior, and commanded us to count the Omer.

Scriptural Praver:

Forgive those who have disrespected their parents, teachers, friends or themselves. As for me Holy Spirit, forgive
me for (list any sins that you have committed). Holy Spirit, remind our graduates of those they need to forgive
and help them to be quick to forgive. As for me, Holy Spirit, bring to my remembrance those | need to
forgive. (Take a moment and ask the Holy Spirit to show you names or faces of people that you may need
to forgive. As He shows you, say aloud, “I forgive name of person(s).” Now, trust the Lord to heal any
wounds in your soul caused by unforgiveness.)

Holy Spirit, please help our graduates to not yield to temptation; but deliver them from the evil one.
