ONE Prayer: 
 
Gracious Father, we thank You for providing a way for sports industry leaders and participants to survive and 
thrive through economic development.  Thank You for multiple streams of income and sources of employment 
within sports, including entrance tickets, food and drink concessions and merchandise sales.  Thank You for 
creating advertising, endorsement deals, sports trading card and memorabilia sectors to prosper sports 
participants.  Thank You for taking care of them and supplying all of their needs from Your glorious riches in 
Christ Jesus.  Thank You for having plans for sports leaders and participants ─ plans for good and not for 
disaster, to give them a future and a hope. You are a great God and a great King above all gods.  You hold in 
Your hands the depths of the earth and the mightiest mountains.  The sea belongs to You, for You made it.  Your 
hands also formed the dry land.  We worship and bow down.  We kneel before You, our maker, for You are our 
God.  We are the people You watch over, the flock under Your care.  We listen to Your voice today!  
 
Almighty Father, we decree economic development and success among sports industry leaders and participants.

Touch their hearts to be on one accord, merciful and loving in their efforts to build and sustain 
ethical and successful businesses, create and retain jobs, support the enactment and enforcement of just and 
fair regulations and safety practices, improve living conditions and champion peace and prosperity.  Remind 
them that the needs of each person they serve, regardless of age, gender, ethnicity, social standing or financial 
capability, should be considered as they advance economically.  In turn, show them ways in which they can 
support stronger economies and improve the quality of life for their communities and the world at large.

(Take a moment and ask the Holy Spirit to reveal names or faces 
of people that you may need to forgive.  As He reveals them to you, say, "I forgive name of person(s)."  
Now, trust the Lord to heal any wounds in your soul caused by unforgiveness.) 
 
Holy Spirit, help sports leaders and participants not to yield to temptation but deliver them from the evil one.
