
 

Concert of Praise 

 

1) Among the gods there is none like You, O Lord; nor are there any works like Your works.  All 
nations whom You have made will come and worship before You, O Lord, and will glorify Your 
name.  For You are great, and do wondrous things; You alone are God.  Psalm 86:8-10 (NKJV) 

 
2) O Sovereign Lord, You have made the heavens and earth by Your great power.  Nothing is too 

hard for You.  You performed miraculous signs and wonders in the land of Egypt-things still 
remembered to this day.  You have continued to do great miracles in Israel and all around the 
world.  You have made Your Name very great, as it is today.  Jeremiah 32:17, 20 (NLT) 

 
3) Who is like You, O Lord, among the gods? Who is like You, glorious in holiness, fearful in 

praises, doing wonders?  Exodus 15:11 (NKJV) 
 
4) I will proclaim the Name of the Lord; how glorious is our God!  He is the Rock; His work is 

perfect. Everything He does is just and fair.  He is a faithful God who does no wrong; how just 
and upright He is!  Deuteronomy 32:3-4 (NLT) 
 

5) For of Him, and through Him, and to Him, are all things: to whom be glory forever.  Amen. 
Romans 11:36 (NKJV) 
 

6) Great is the Lord.  He is most worthy of praise.  He is to be revered above all gods.  The gods 
of other nations are merely idols, but the Lord made the heavens.  Honor and majesty surround 
Him; strength and beauty are in His dwelling.  I Chronicles 16:25-27 (NKJV) 

 
7) Let the heavens be glad, and let the earth rejoice.  Tell all the nations that the Lord is King.  Let 

the sea and everything in it shout His praise.  Let the fields and their crops burst forth with joy.  
Let the trees of the forest rustle with praise before the Lord.  For He is coming to judge the 
earth.  Give thanks to the Lord, for He is good.  His faithful love endures forever.                 I 
Chronicles 16:31-34 (NLT) 

 
8) Your throne, O God, endures forever and ever. Your royal power is expressed in righteousness.  

You love what is right and hate what is wrong.  Therefore, God, Your God, has anointed You 
(Jesus), pouring out the oil of joy on You more than on anyone else."  Hebrews 1:8-9 (NLT) 



 
9) Lord, in the beginning You laid the foundation of the earth, and the heavens are the work of 

Your hands.  Even they will perish, but You remain forever. They will wear out like old clothing.  
You will roll them up like an old coat.  They will fade away like old clothing.  But You are always 
the same; You will never grow old.  Hebrews 1:10-12 (NLT) 

 

10) Lord Most High, You are awesome.  You are the great King of all the earth.  Psalm 47:2 (NLT) 
 
11) God, You are King over all the earth.  Praise Him with a psalm.  God reigns above the nations, 

sitting on His Holy throne.  The rulers of the world have gathered together.  They join us in 
praising the God of Abraham.  For all the kings of the earth belong to God.  He is highly honored 
everywhere.  Psalm 47:7-9 

 
12) The Lord is my rock, my fortress, and my savior; my God is my rock, in whom I find protection.  

He is my shield, the strength of my salvation, and my stronghold, my high tower, my savior, the 
one who saves me from violence.  I will call on the Lord, who is worthy of praise, for He saves 
me from my enemies.  II Samuel 22:2-4 

 
13) Great and marvelous are Your actions, Lord God Almighty.  Just and true are Your ways, O King 

of the nations.  Who will not fear, O Lord, and glorify Your Name?  For You alone are Holy.  All 
nations will come and worship before You, for Your righteous deeds have been revealed.  
Revelation 15:3-4 

 
14) I love You, Lord; You are my strength.  The Lord is my rock, my fortress, and my savior; my 

God is my rock, in whom I find protection.  He is my shield, the strength of my salvation, and 
my stronghold.  Psalm 18:1-2 

 
15) The heavens tell of the glory of God.  The skies display His marvelous craftsmanship.  Day 

after day they continue to speak; night after night they make Him known.  They speak without 
a sound or a word; their voice is silent in the skies; yet their message has gone out to all the 
earth, and their words to all the world.  Psalm 19:1-4 

 
16) God is all-powerful.  Who is a teacher like Him?  No one can tell Him what to do.  No one can 

say to Him, `You have done wrong.  Instead, glorify His mighty works, singing songs of praise.  
Everyone has seen these things, but only from a distance.  God is exalted beyond what we can 
understand.  His years are without number.  Job 36:22-26 (NLT) 

 
17) Lord, there is no one like You!  You are great, and Your Name is full of power.  Who would not 

fear You, O King of nations? That title belongs to You alone!  Among all the wise people of the 
earth and in all the kingdoms of the world, there is no one like You.  Jeremiah 10:6-7 (NLT) 

18) Lord, You are King! You are robed in majesty. Indeed, You are robed in majesty and armed 
with strength. The world is firmly established; it cannot be shaken. Your throne, O Lord, has 
been established from time immemorial. You are from the everlasting past.  The mighty oceans 
have roared, O Lord.  The mighty oceans roar like thunder; the mighty oceans roar as they 
pound the shore.  Mightier than the violent raging of the seas, mightier than the breakers on 



the shore.  Lord, You above are mightier than these!  Your royal decrees cannot be changed.  
The nature of Your reign, O Lord, is holiness forever.  Psalm 93:1-5 (NLT) 

 
19) Lord, You are the great God, the great King above all gods.  You own the depths of the earth, 

and even the mightiest mountains are Yours.  The sea belongs to You, for You made it.   Your 
hands formed the dry land, too.  Come, let us worship and bow down.  Let us kneel before the 
LORD, our maker.  Psalm 95:2-6 (NLT) 

 
20) Lord, You are King!  Let the earth rejoice!  Let the farthest islands be glad.  Clouds and darkness 

surround You.  Righteousness and justice are the foundation of Your throne.  Fire goes forth 
before You and burns up all Your foes.  Your lightning flashes out across the world.  The earth 
sees and trembles.  The mountains melt like wax before You; before You, the Lord of all the 
earth.  The heavens declare Your righteousness; every nation sees Your glory.  Those who 
worship idols are disgraced--all who brag about their worthless gods--for every god must bow 
to You.  Jerusalem has heard and rejoiced, and all the cities of Judah are glad because of Your 
justice, Lord!  You, O Lord, are most high over all the earth; You are exalted far above all gods.   
Psalm 97:1-9 (NLT) 

 
21) Lord, how great are Your signs, how powerful Your wonders!  Your kingdom will last forever, 

You rule through all generations.  Daniel 4:3 
 
22) Blessing, glory, wisdom, thanksgiving, honor, power and strength belong to our God forever 

and forever.  Amen!"  Revelation 7:12 (NLT) 
 
23) All glory to Him, who alone is God our Savior, through Jesus Christ our Lord. Yes, glory, 

majesty, power, and authority belong to Him, in the beginning, now, and forevermore.  Amen.

24) All heaven will praise Your miracles, Lord.  Myriads of angels will praise You for Your 

faithfulness.  Who in all of heaven can compare with You, Lord?  What mightiest angel is 
anything like You?  The highest angelic powers stand in awe of God.  You are far more 
awesome than those who surround Your throne.  O Lord God Almighty!  Where is there anyone 
as mighty as You, Lord?  Faithfulness is Your very character.    Psalm 89:5-8 (NLT) 

 
25) Lord, how awesome are Your deeds!  Your enemies cringe before Your mighty power.  

Everything on earth will worship You; singing Your praises, shouting Your name in glorious 
songs.  Psalm 66:3-4 (NLT) 

 
26) How amazing are Your deeds!  All who delight in You should ponder them.  Everything You do 

reveals Your glory and majesty.  Your righteousness never fails.  Who can forget the wonders 
You perform?  How gracious and merciful are You, Lord!  You give food to those who trust You; 
You always remembers Your covenant.  You have shown Your great power to Your people by 
giving them the lands of other nations.  All You do is just and good, and all Your commandments 
are trustworthy.  They are forever true, to be obeyed faithfully and with integrity.  You have paid 



a full ransom for Your people.  You have guaranteed Your covenant with us forever.  What a 
holy, awe-inspiring name You have!  Psalm 111:2-9 (NLT) 

 
27) Lord, You are the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end.  You are the one who is, 

who always was, and who is still to come, the Almighty One.  Revelation 1:8 (NLT)  
 

28) The Lord reigns; let the people tremble.  He dwells between the cherubim; let the earth be 
moved.  The Lord is great in Zion, and He is high above all the people.  Let them praise Your 
great and awesome name.  He is holy!    Psalm 99:1-3 

 
29) Lord, Your Name is called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of 

Peace.  Isaiah 9:6 (NLT) 
 

30) Blessed be the Name of the Lord forever and ever.  Everywhere from east to west, praise the 
Name of the Lord.  For the Lord is high above the nations; His glory is far greater than the 
heavens.  Who can be compared with the Lord our God, who is enthroned on high?  Far below 
Him are the heavens and the earth.  Psalm 113:2-6 (NLT) 

 
31) We give thanks to You, Lord God Almighty, the one who is and who always was, for now You
